FROM OUR PRINCIPALé 
Dear Parents: 
Second semester is coming up fast!  Spring is always a busy time and there is more than ever happening this year!  Lots of wonderful things are happening at ACHS and there are 
many opportunities for student recognition and parent involvement.  Before I provide some highlights on upcoming events and other valuable information, I want to thank the PTSA 
for all the support we have received this year.  Thanks to the unending efforts of our amazing parents, staff, and students PTSA has donated several thousand dollars to 
technology.  Because of the generous donations we have been able to equip 3 classrooms with smart boards!  PTSA parents also volunteered and provided a scrumptious 
breakfast, desserts, and raffle prizes for our annual staff holiday feast in December.  PTSA helps our students and staff in numerous areas.  There are so many ways to be 
involved with PTSA.  Membership is open year-round for staff, parents, and students for just $6/member.  I encourage everyone to join!  In fact, in order to be eligible for a PTSA 
scholarship, the student must be a PTSA member.  Of course, donations are welcome any time too.  You may choose to volunteer to help with one (or more) of our activities such 
as Renaissance Carnival, After Prom, Grad Night, etc.  Please contact CAMARILLOPTSA@yahoo.com if interested in volunteering or with questions. 
 

Student Recognition 
Our students are working hard.  Finals are coming up at the end of January.  During February and March we have several opportunities to recognize student achievement in 
activities, academics, and athletics.  Our second annual Renaissance Carnival is scheduled for February 17.  This carnival is to recognize current sophomores, juniors, and seniors 
who earned all As, all As and Bs, or who improved their GPAs by at least 0.5 from semester 2 in June 2011 and semester 1 in February 2012.  At the beginning of February we will 
begin identifying students who meet the requirements for our semester-based non-cumulative Honor Roll (GPAs 3.3-3.79 on a 5.0-scale) and Principalôs Honor Roll (GPAs 3.8 or 
higher on a 5.0-scale).  Once this data is compiled students will receive recognition letters and have their names listed on our website.  Distinguished Students will enjoy their 
second semester special assembly on April 12 to see a ventriloquist.  In order to attend this assembly Distinguished Students must present their ñDSò-stamped student ID cards. 
 
Several other events are happening too.  Winter Sports Awards are February 27.  Department Awards are March 8 (teachers select students generally with a focus on student 
improvement) and Academic Achievement Awards (for students with a cumulative 3.8+ GPA on a 5.0-scale and students who participated on academic teams such as 
Academic Decathlon, Mock Trial, GAPP) are March 29.  Each of these awards evenings begins at 6:00 PM in the ACHS gym. 
 
Graduation will be on June 8, 2012 at 4:00 PM. 
 

Spring Testing 
CAHSEE Testing:  Seniors only may take the CAHSEE on February 7 and 8.  On March 13 and 14 sophomores have the opportunity to take the California High School Exit Exam 
(CAHSEE) and increase the school API.  Sophomores (make-ups only), Juniors and Seniors who need to take the CAHSEE may do so on May 8 and 9. 
Computer Literacy Test:  The spring computer literacy test is scheduled for March 26 and March 28.  Testing will be in room N-5.  Students must have a photo ID on testing day. 
STAR Testing:  STAR testing occurs April 24 through 27.  Monday April 23 and Friday April 27 are regular school days with dismissal at 2:59 PM.  Tuesday April 24 and 
Wednesday April 25 are minimum days with student dismissal at 12:22 PM; teachers will have staff development both afternoons.  Thursday April 26 is a collaboration schedule 
day with dismissal at 1:49 PM.  Freshmen through Juniors participate in STAR testing and can earn Distinguished Student status for 2012-13 by earning Proficient and/or 
Advanced scores on 3 or more STAR tests or Super Star status with 3 or more Advanced scores on the Spring 2012 tests.  During testing days seniors have a special schedule 
since they do not take the STAR test with several activities planned through ASB. 
Advanced Placement Testing:  Advanced Placement (AP) testing will occur between May 7 and 18. 
 

Open House ð Scorpion Showcase 
We hope to see everyone at our Open House ï Scorpion Showcase ï on March 22 at 6:00 PM in the ACHS gym.  March 22 is a minimum school day so teachers have the time to 
prepare. 
 

Academic Decathlon and Mock Trial Competitions 
The Mock Trial competitions will be at the Ventura County Courthouse on February 27 and 28 and March 1.  The Mock Trial Awards are March 2.  The Academic Decathlon 
competition will be at Pacifica on February 4 in the morning, followed by the Super Quiz 3:00 PM.
